	The general objective of SUNFLOWER project will be to generate, collect and disseminate good practices, information and data on HIV/AIDS prevention methods among young people that will be used by national administrations, professionals and other parties from New EU Member states directly acting in the project and that work in the field of HIV prevention. 

SUNFLOWER consortium will identify innovative strategies to promote safer sex among adolescents, including those most at risk, including access to targeted services, and improved awareness of sexually transmitted infections and their prevention. 

SUNFLOWER will be aimed at providing strong basis for monitoring health determinants in this critical field. Knowledge acquired through this project will be disseminated above all in the New EU Member States: Bulgaria, Romania, Slovak Republic, Czech Republic and Lithuania representing the countries partners, which will be assigned some of the fundamental project activities. In addition, the project results will be disseminated in Croatia by our local collaborating partner.

A further general objective will be to create an European Network focused on HIV/AIDS prevention among young people most at risk (men having sex with men (MSM), migrant populations, injecting drug users, sex-workers, and others groups), and to help them solving problems connected to their lifestyle that highly turn out to be risky factors for the spread of the HIV infection among young people. This idea to create a network derives from the success of some years of collaboration among a lots of partner cities, that started in the previous project managed by ANLAIDS. All the partners (Regional agencies, Universities, Groups of scientific research, and Associations) of SUNFLOWER project work in the field of HIV/AIDS since many years and have the necessary expertise to manage and achieve all these objectives.


	Obiectivul general al proiectului SUNFLOWER este elaborarea, colectarea si diseminarea unor bune practici, informatii si date despre metodele de prevenire a HIV/SIDA la tineri, care vor fi folosite de catre forurile nationale, guvernamentale, personalul medico-sanitar si alte categorii care activeaza in proiecte in domeniul preventiei  HIV din noile tari membre  ale UE.
Consortiul SUNFLOWER va identifica strategii inovative de promovare a unor practici sexuale sigure (“safe sex”) la adolescenti, inclusiv la cei din grupe de risc, prin asigurarea accesului la servicii dedicate si prin cresterea a interesului fata de prevenirea infectiilor transmise sexual  

SUNFLOWER va avea ca scop alcatuirea unei baze puternice pentru monitorizarea parametrilor determinanti ai sanatatii in acest domeniu critic. Cunostiintele dobandite prin acest proiect, vor fi disemínate in toate statele noi membre UE: Bulgaria, Romania, Republica Slovacia, Republica Ceha si Lithuania ( tari partenere in proiect), care vor fi raspunzatoare de desfasurarea unor activitati esentiale in cadrul proiectului. In plus,  rezultatele proiectului vor fi diseminate   in Croatia, de catre colaboratorul local.

Un alt obiectiv general va fi crearea unei retele europene axate pe preventia raspandirii infectiei HIV/SIDA   la persoane din grupe majore de risc (homosexuali-MSM, imigranti, utilizatorii de droguri injectabile intravenos-IDU, prostituate si alte grupuri) si care    vor fi sprijiniti in rezolvarea problemelor legate de stilul de viata care poate favoriza riscul transmiterii infectiei HIV la tineri.

Ideea creerii unei retele deriva din succesul obtinut de-a lungul mai multor ani de colaborare intre parteneri in cadrul unui proiect anterior condus de ANLAIDS. Toti partenerii proiectului SUNFLOWER (Agentii Regionale, Universitati, Institute si grupuri de cercetare stiintifica, Asociatii non guvernamentale) lucreaza in domeniul HIV/SIDA de multi ani si au expertiza necesara indeplinirii tuturor obiectivelor .                         

	Specific objectives
	Obiective specifice

	1. Identification of best practices among countries partner of SUNFLOWER project in the fight against HIV/AIDS: it will involve not only project partners, but also other local actors working in the field of HIV prevention. Each partner will involve in the project implementation at least one local actor of its country (e.g. Public Administrations (PA) or NGOs). The list of these subjects will be available at the end of the first project year. The best practices identified will be published in a Handbook which will be disseminated among NGOs, Public Administrations and other local institution.

2. Innovative European prevention campaign: it will be produced by young people and it will reflect their lifestyles, behaviours, ways of thinking, attitudes and desires. 

3. Transfer good practices in New European Member states: the good practices tested in the Member states will be disseminated in these countries considering the local needs and the results derived from the analysis of the local contexts. These good practices or know-how will be useful to the PAs and NGOs working in the field of HIV prevention. The wide experience of the partners from Member states will be transferred in the contexts of the new member states involved in the project considering their needs and constraints. 

4. Experimentation of new prevention models: experimentation of these new models among young people to collect data, information and characteristics about the prevention methods.

In the last three years IVN has developed important research programs not only in the domain of viral diseases of public health relevance (AIDA, viral hepatitis, respiratory viral diseases, emerging viral diseases), but also in neurodegenerative and psychiatric disorders, cancer, antiviral and antitumoral therapy, with significant results in health care.

The Institute bridges the gap between clinical investigation and the application of basic science in order to understand the pathogenesis of the infectious diseases, their diagnosis and optimal management, prevention and control. Multidisciplinary groups are studying different aspects of infectious diseases> from epidemiology and field work, to patient’s care, from the relationship between the host immune response and the pathogen’s virulence factors, to molecular genetics and vaccine design.

	SUNFLOWER project will generate, collect and disseminate good practices, information and data on HIV/AIDS prevention methods among young people that will be used by national administrations, professionals and other parties from New EU Member states that work in the field of HIV prevention. 

SUNFLOWER consortium will identify innovative strategies to promote safer sex among adolescents and high risk populations, including access to targeted services, and improved awareness of sexually transmitted infections and their prevention. SUNFLOWER will be aimed at provide strong basis for monitoring health determinants in this critical field. Knowledge acquired through this project will be disseminated above all in the New EU Member States: Bulgaria, Romania, Slovak Republic, Czech Republic and Lithuania represent the countries partners which will be assigned some of the fundamental project activities. In addition, the project results will be disseminated in Croatia by our local collaborating partner.

A further general objective will be to create an European Network focused on HIV/AIDS prevention among young people most at risk (men having sex with men (MSM), migrant populations, injecting drug users, sex-workers, and others groups), and to help them solving problems connected to their lifestyle that highly turn out to be risky factors for the spread of the infection among young people.

	SUNFLOWER project will be structured in four macro-tasks. Firstly, each partners will carry on the analysis of the local contexts and the scientific aspects of the HIV spreading in Europe studying the literature on the theme and about the different local contexts; defining the common parameters to analyse local contexts and the tools used to analyse the local contexts. 

Secondly, starting from the analysis of local context and thanks to the International seminars, the project partners will be able to define and exchange good practices using questionnaires and interviews with opinion leaders and sector operators and semi-structured interviews with social, health and educational operators working with young people and HIV/AIDS prevention. After having analysed the local contexts and defining and exchanged the good practices, the partners will organize an European prevention campaign. The campaign will be organised by young people, selected trough a competition concerning the HIV/AIDS issues, coordinated by a Communication Expert of ANLAIDS. The SUNFLOWER prevention campaign will support three intervention modalities acting to create conditions to help adolescents, to adopt beliefs, attitudes and behaviours that reduce their risk of infection. These modalities, supported at local level, will include advocacy, behaviour change communication and education. In addition, the prevention campaign will be based on “Actions in traditional field” as flyers with prevention information, posters and handbooks and “Actions in digital field” as a project web site. Finally, the local partners will work to implement the local activities made up by young people, in particular the experimentation of  new prevention methods among young people. All the actors involved will define a common plan of action to implement the campaign with same guide lines. In this way the common plan of action will ensure the collection of data and information starting from a common ground. Moreover, all the collected data and information will be compared and shared to improve the future prevention campaign.
	Proiectul SUNFLOWER se va structura pe patru macro-obiective. In primul rand, fiecare partener va analiza contextul local si aspectele stiintifice ale raspandirii infectiei HIV la nivel European si national prin studiul literaturii de specialitate si  va defini parametrii comuni si  metodele care vor fi utilizate pentru analiza in cursul proiectului.
In al doilea rand, pornind de la datele  locale, pe baza schimbului de practici in cadrul unor seminarii internationale, partenerii proiectului vor putea defini bunele practici in domeniul preventiei HIV utilizand chestionare si interviuri cu lideri de opinie si operatori zonali si interviuri semi-structurate cu operatori sociali, sanitari si educationali care lucreaza cu tinerii si a celor ce activeaza in domeniul preventiei infectiei HIV/SIDA. Ulterior, partenerii vor organiza o campanie de preventie la nivel european, campanie inovativa organizata de tineri, selectionati printr-o competitie pe tematica HIV/SIDA, coordonata de expertii in Comunicare din cadrul ANLAIDS. Campania de preventie SUNFLOWER va sustine trei modalitati de interventie in vederea sprijinirii adolescentilor in adoptarea unor convingeri, atitudini si comportamente care reduc riscul de infectie cu HIV. Aceste modalitati, sustinute la nivel local, vor include activitati de advocacy,  promovarea programelor de comunicare pentru schimbarea comportamentelor la risc si programe educationale. In plus, campania de preventie se va baza pe Metode Traditionale cum ar fi distribuirea de fluturasi cu informatii despre profilaxie, postere si brosuri si Metode Informationale digitalecum ar fi realizarea unui site web al proiectului.
